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Present:  11 members – Meeting held at The Depot Grille 6:30 pm
Meeting called to order by Comdr. Kevin Shroyer, Opening prayer by Chap. Charlie Driscoll
;  Pledge of Allegiance lead by Tim Ake.  Message from the Patriotic Instructor -  T. Ake on the events that took place in Washington upon taking office and after President Lincoln's death.
1.   Secretary / Treasurers report.  The minutes of the previous meeting were approved with the correction of Mr. Peet's name in the Graves Registration section.  Current Bank balance is $2,237.12.  $ 9.19 Earmarked for POW Monument $1,560.00 for the 54th PA fund;  and $ 667.93 in the discretionary fund.  The POW funds are low due to a $8,000 check to Casteel Sculptures.  The Lincoln dinner had a $180 short fall due to 6 people who either did not show up or cancelled after the reservations were made.  The band cost of $150 was paid for by an anonymous donor.  One member has yet to pay the Camp for his 2010 dues.

2.    Lincoln Birthday.  Tim informed the camp of the events and success of the 2nd annual Lincoln Birthday Dinner held at the Norvell-Otey House on February 20th.  A thank you letter is to be sent to Ellen Mays at Liberty University for the donation of the book door prize.
3.  Monument Committee.  Gary and Mark have signed the POW monument contract as discussed at the last meeting.  Discussion on the fact that Mr. Mike Baer has not set a billing for the 54th PA monument took place.
4.   Graves Registration:  C. Potter reported on a talk he recently gave at the Civil War Roundtable.  A 19 year old Private Charles Gage, US cavalry, 21st of NY was killed on the Forest Road during the battle of Lynchburg, where he is buried is officially unknown.  May be in the Scott (restaurant)  graveyard.  Investigation is underway regarding West Virginia soldiers in the Quaker gravesite.  Also a search for 11 union soldiers who were reportedly buried in shallow graves behind the Sandusky barn.   90 died at Sandusky.  Reports say 250 died at Lynchburg, but 150 may be more accurate.
5.   Old / New Business:  The Premier of the film "The Battle of Lynchburg" will take place on Friday May 22nd, a black tie fundraising affair, then again as a matinee on Saturday at 2:00 pm  Actors appearing in the movie will be at the Saturday event.   Kenny Rowlette gave an update on events and the grand opening of the Civil War Museum, on the Annual Liberty University Civil War Seminar coming March 26~28, also the Civil War Heritage Ball March 27.   
6.  New Business:  

· Charlie Driscoll  passed around a book that he recommends reading.  

· Delegates to the Harpers Ferry, WV Encampment on April 24th will be George Shadman and Past Commander Mark Day.  

· Mark will man the table at the Civil War Seminar to sell Medals and recruit members.

· Camp attire was discussed , Gary will draw up a logo that meets our standards for display on possible camp caps, t-shirts, etc.

· Day trip.  Several outings for this year were suggested, including a Lincoln Memorial in Kentucky, which would have to be an overnight trip.  Members are asked to log on to the web sites for suggestions and ideas and their interest in attending.

· The Dixon Family Cemetery clean up due to time restraints will be discussed for next year, later this fall.
